


 „Buffalo oak“
It is a so called fumed (ammonia treated) burl of patagonian cherry.

Patagonian cherry is a tree of the Nothofagus family growing in South Amerika. The botanical name is Nothofagus obliqua . The spanish Conquistadores called this tree „Roble“ (=Oak).In the language of the native mapuche they say to the Tree Hualle and to the old wood with red heart Hualle Pellin.
The burl is growing because of a new “secondary crown” on the bottom of a trunk after uprooting the neighbour trees.
These young buds are several times eaten from cattles and deers, so that the trunk is arising to a burl.

There are comparatively big and sound burls available.

The Juvenile wood is quite blond. With older age the wood becomes  orange to a dark red colour.
After ammonia treatment the wood is shining gold brown up to dark black with a brighten 3-dimensional look.
